The total number of fines issued by Police Scotland for pavement parking in Elgin during 2024, broken down by the streets they were issued on. 
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request.  I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) of the Act - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, we are unable to search for parking tickets issued specifically for parking on a pavement. A manual search of each individual record would be required to determine the reason for issue. This is clearly an exercise that would exceed the cost threshold set out within the act.
