Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
I request the number of 'tickets' issued per month for the last 12 months for each of the 2 locations detailed below that I have recently reported the problem of illegal parking.
Bathgate: Hopetoun St. @ RBS bank on zigzag markings at Pedestrian crossing
Bathgate: On Whitburn Road, just off the junction with South Bridge St. On the pavement, on double yellows outside the nail bar, Golden Wok takeaway and KW Law.
Unfortunately, we are unable to be so precise regarding locations of tickets issued, as such the information sought is not held by Police Scotland and section 17 of the Act therefore applies.
However, to be of assistance I have provided the number of tickets issued for parking offences for Whitburn Road and Hopetoun Street.
I can confirm that for the last 12 months (31/10/23 – 31/10/24 inclusive) there have been zero parking tickets issued on Whitburn Road and 4 parking tickets issued on Hopetoun Road.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
