Please could I have all information held on enforcement by Police Scotland of any dog fouling laws (including the Dog Fouling (Scotland) Act 2003) in the past five years in G41 area of Glasgow, including number of incidents reported and investigated. 
Please note that this request would be better directed to Glasgow City Council at Making a Freedom of Information Request - Glasgow City Council.
However, a search of all Police Scotland’s recording systems was carried out. From this I can confirm that within the past 5 years there have been 0 anti-social behaviour tickets issues for dog fouling and 0 recorded dog fouling crimes for the G41 area of Glasgow.
