Your recent request for information is replicated below, together with our response.
Please provide the number of hate crime incidents reported on May 11 and 12, 2024, in Scotland.
I can advise that on the dates noted 87 hate crimes were recorded. 
Please provide the number of incidents of vandalism to cars reported on May 11 and 12, 2024, in Scotland.
Unfortunately, I estimate that it would cost well in excess of the current FOI cost threshold of £600 to process your request and I am therefore refusing to provide the information sought in terms of section 12(1) - Excessive Cost of Compliance.
By way of explanation, there is no straightforward method to identify if any crimes of vandalism happened to a car.  The number of vandalism offences on the dates noted can be extracted, however each would need to be manually assessed to determine if the vandalism happened to a vehicle, specifically a car.  
Police Scotland have assessed that the £600 cost limit within the Act equates to 40 hours of work and that your request would breach the cost threshold.

Following an OSIC appeal, you can appeal to the Court of Session on a point of law only.
